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Rationale
NAG 1 (v)

In consultation with the school’s Maori and Pasifika communities, develop and make known to the school’s community policies, plans and targets for improving the achievement of Maori/Pasifika students.



Plans to improve achievement of Maori/Pasifika students.

The small number of Maori/ Pasifika students means they can be considered individually and consultation with families can be on an individual basis over time. Improvement in the achievement of Maori/ Pasifika students will be incorporated as a goal in the school’s strategic plan and the principal will report to the Board on it’s implementation annually.

Steps to be taken.

1. A separate database of Maori/ Pasifika students will be set up to monitor their academic progress.
1. Appropriate extra learning programmes will be made available according to established needs. 
1. Measures will be taken to ensure parents and family of Maori/ Pasifika students are fully informed of their children’s progress and have appropriate opportunities to consult with teachers.
1. The school will continue to develop Maori language and culture programmes and our association with Ngati Whatua in line with our Treaty of Waitangi policy. 
1. Data will be kept of Maori/ Pasifika involvement in specialist programmes and other aspects of school life. (Participation Grid on Student Manager)

Identification of Maori/Pasifika Students

Maori and Pasifika students are identified by their parents as such upon enrolment. Where a child is identified as being of two ethnicities, the school will include their progress data (provided it is for Maori/Pasifika children) in the progress data we collect under this policy. In instances where the parents enroll children from the same parentage, but identify full siblings as being of different ethnicities, the school will see k clarification from the parents.
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
